2 Load a recorded CD-RW into the unit.
3 Press the STOP button (13/53) to stop playback.

4 Press the ERASE button [{3/57). ERASE will
appear on the display ,Press PLAY Button(16/63)
to confirm and the erasing process will bagin,
When finished, the display will first read “F Done”
and then "BLAMK".

5 The CD is now ready to record.

NOTE: Cnce a CD is erased, the contents that were
on the CO cannat ba retrieved.
